There‟s “A Note About Language” regarding inclusivity of 
language at the beginning of every lesson. 

 
There are good tips for teachers on how to handle 
situations where some students might make homophobic 
comments or be uncomfortable acting out situations with a 
same-sex partner. 

Provides examples of relationships and couples 
that are inclusive of same-sex relationships.

Comments:  

There were examples of same sex couples and some 
examples without gender pronouns. This allows for 
students who do not identify with the gender binary to be 
included, including genderqueer students or students who 
identify as neither male nor female.

Good explanation of genders assigned at birth during body 
lesson and appreciate that the authors are mindful of 
gender pronouns. Sometimes the language falls back to 
the gender binary and this could be improved. This 
curriculum explains the harm of gender stereotypes and 
harassment in-depth. 

The case studies and "myth/fact" activity in 7th grade are 
really useful and could initiate a great discussion in the 
classroom.  

Activities around harm of negative gender stereotypes are 
very thorough - the visuals in the PowerPoint in Lesson 7 
in 7th grade are excellent. 

The definition of gender expression as being “how people 
let others know the gender they are” is problematic. For 
example, there are people who identify as female but their 
gender expression is more associated with men. This 
definition could lead students to think that all butch women 
identify as men or are transgender.

The curriculum addresses the importance of delaying 
sexual activity (lesson 8 - 8) and how to determine if one is 
ready for sex (lesson 7-8) but does not cover committed 
relationships.  The homework assignment for 7-8 would be 
a good place to add a question about committed 
relationships.   

Grade 6-Lesson-5 introduces the concept of relationships 
versus friendships. It does prepare youth to have 
committed relationships but the value of committed 
relationships is not explicitly discussed. 

Although it never mentions marriage explicitly it does have 
student make a Reproductive Life Plan in 8th Lesson 8. 
(Birth Control Basics).

Instruction shall 
provide information on the value of delaying 
sexual activity while also providing medically 
accurate information on other methods of 
preventing HIV and other sexually transmitted 
infections and pregnancy.

Needs more information on abstaining from injection drug 
use. The information given is minimal.  

Abstinence should include abstaining from naked genital-
to-genital contact in order to address prevention of STIs 
that are transmitted via skin-to-skin contact.  

Instruction and materials provide information 
regarding abstinence from sexual activity being 
the only certain way to prevent pregnancy as well 
as provide information about the value of 
delaying sexual activity.

 All people are at risk for contracting HIV 

 The only way to know if someone has HIV

Needs to add information about treatment prolonging the 
lives of people living with HIV and that all people are at risk 
for contracting HIV.

This lesson‟s main focus is how 
someone would know that they are pregnant and what 
type of pre-natal care that they should seek out. This 
section would need to include activity or teacher guidance 
for facilitating an objective discussion on all legally 
available pregnancy outcomes.

Overall, the reviewers felt this curriculum truly embodies the goals and spirit of CHYA and appreciated its accessibility of being free to download. 
 
A number of errors, broken links or suggestions for improvement were found in the curriculum. Please see below. 
 
Errors: 

Grade 6 

 Grade 6, Lesson 1:  A couple typos: “…like you’re body‟s a bit out of control at times. As we go through the lesson, and as you experience these changes, 
try to always remember that all of these changes are normal. They are all important parts of growing up that everyone goes through. This time of growth is 
called „puberty‟ and that it‟s started by the natural chemicals in our bodies, called „hormones.‟” 

 Grade 6, Lesson 7: It‟s Great to Wait website seems to be corrupted and now has some bizarre and inappropriate language on the home page: 
http://www.greattowait.com . www.teen-aid.org  has expired.

 Grade 7, Lesson 1: for the activity of naming the female body parts, the blank spaces need to be numbered.

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o The instructions in Step 3 of this lesson are incorrect. There is no video, just a slide show, and there is no “second tab” or “third tab” 

 Grade 7, Lesson 2: hyperlink for http://www.nlm.nih.gov/medlineplus/ency/videos/mov/200019.mov  doesn‟t work (URL is still live however).  
o For the activity of naming the male body parts, the blank spaces need to be numbered.  
o In Step 3, instructions say to  select “click here for a frontal view”. This is uncessary as that is the first slide in the slide show on the website.

 Grade 7, Lesson 6: hyperlink for http://www.hrmvideo.com/catalog/dealing-with-difference-opening-dialogue-about-lesbi-an-gay-and-straight-issues takes 
you to a “page not found” message. 

 Grade 7, Lesson 7:  in Step 1, top of the second page it says “ once you have gone through slide 12”. I think this should be slide 9. Which means that later 
in Step 4, it should read Slide 10.  

 
Grade 8 

 Grade 8, Lesson 7: Under “Advance Preparation for Lesson” the first video‟s hyperlink takes you to the HRM video homepage, and not the page for the 
Rape and Sexual Assault video. 

 Grade 8, Lesson 9: first page, left hand boxes, “Target Grade” only says “Grade 8”, “Lesson 9” is missing 

 Grade 8, Lesson 10:  There are better, more user-friendly clinic locators than the one mentioned on the first page (yourstdhelp.com), i.e., CDC 
(https://gettested.cdc.gov/  or www.HIVtest.org-take you to the same place) . For CA it would be nice to use www.Teensource.org .
